I. Be Sure to Examine the Word:

When you examine the sureness of God’s Word for yourself you’ll discover that what God has given to us is a Gift. A whole lot of people are drowning in damnation because of denying the gift of God’s Word. 



In order to survive in this world, you must examine the Word before you can effectively face a world of opposition. You must study God’s Word for nourishment of your spiritual being. You should study it thoroughly in a digestible manner (see Psalm 34:8).

 

The Word of God is our survival manual, and if you live right according to it’s predestine oracles, you’ll soar to boundaries unimaginable. Whenever you decide to let down your landing gear of spiritual educational preparation; and glean from your spiritual leaders a prioritized presentation of salvation; remember to personally examine God’s Word as the first principle of your life. 

II. Be Sure to Experience the Word:

III. Be Sure to Express the Word:
