He has great potential to destroy. Look around at our churches, who are dying, leaders who have fallen, and families which are dismantling their faith in God. Satan is having a buffet among God’s redeemed, quite likely, because we do not see our enemy or his impact in our lives. When we do, we will resist him by exercising our faith. 

When we realize that this is a spiritual warfare, recognize our enemy, and begin to ready ourselves for the battle, several things will begin to happen in our lives. Let me use the word Pray as an acrostic to help us.

P – Prayer- will become a greater source of strength. When we pray in faith we release the power of heaven.

R - Relationships - You are not alone. Someone is going through the same difficulties you are.

A - Action - The Bible will tell you the action to take when you are attacked.

Y - Yield - Always yield to the leadings of the Holy Spirit of God within you. If He’s not there then the first yielding comes when you are saved. After that, He is a friend that sticks closer than a brother.
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Why does it seem as if the church has lost her appeal?



The Church now compromises with the world, not wanting to hurt any feelings, wanting to "blend" in and be "accepted" by all. Even those who are enemies to the Lord Jesus want a piece of the action!



The pastors who remain loyal and true to their calling are often rebuked and scolded by the Church members for being "too harsh in his preaching, too judgmental in his decisions, and too inexperienced in his education." They are told to preach less harshly because some members are more fragile than others. They purposely wear their feeling on their shoulders, especially when declining to follow leadership.



Dr. TCL Ward, professor at the Inner-Baptist Theological Seminary, Inc. once said, “The Church is the only place he knows that will hire a pastor, pay him, and refuse to let him fulfill his pastoral responsibilities.”



In this day and age congregations are compromising with the world to gain its friendship and sadly, pastors are joining their congregations in compromise. In "worship" services, the music has been changed to fit the styles of the world, and services have become entertainment productions instead of times of worship. The pastoral sermons have been changed from God's Word to words that please and do not question nor upset.



True Christians need to understand and remember that anytime God's Word or the Gospel is preached. Somebody is going to be offended, for it is a stumbling block, a rock of offense to those who do not know nor love the Lord Jesus. When the gospel is preached, it is not a time for a community reunion or entertainment. It’s a time to worship the Lord!



Worship, the word we use in English comes from an older word within the English history of its language, which means worth ship. This is the act of honoring God because he is worthy of it. So the word worship is directly related to the word worth. It's adoration, thanksgiving, prayers of all kinds, the offering of sacrifice and the making of vows. Worship embraces all of those things that are part of the history of the God’s people and the history of the church.

It is getting harder and harder for the preaching of God's Word to bring change in people. People today seem to have a "form" of godliness, but that's all. There is no power! There is no desire to do anything for the Lord. People don't want their "church life" interfering with their daily lives.





It is getting more difficult to get people "Christians" to take a stand for God and God's ways. People today don't necessarily oppose God's programs, nor do they make open, public statements in favor of things they do which are not Godly, but simply sit quietly, as unconcerned individuals, not willing to take a public stand for God.

Jesus our "kurios" which means "Lord" or Master once said, that in the "last days" people would forsake Him, leave His church, and ignore their duties as Christians. Furthermore, our time looks like the time Jesus was speaking of! If you are a Christian, then you are also a church member, and it is far past time to stop "playing church" and get right with the Lord and return to what you are supposed to be doing for Him. Pastors and church leaders, your church is not some entertainment center. The church is a place of worship.



I invite you ask this question; who have we come to worship? When you start thinking about the fact that God is the sovereign Lord of all creation, you will not need to worry about when or where or how to engage in worship. You will just start praising God because of who God is. 

Then I ask you to consider why we should worship God? What has the sovereign God done in my life that I should come before him with thanksgiving? If the Lord has saved you from the perils of your earlier life, worship him. If the Lord has saved you from the dangers and near-death encounters that have tracked you through the years you ought to worship. 

Most importantly, however, if you know that the Lord went to the cross to pay the price for your sins, you ought to worship him. If you know that the Lord looked beyond your faults and saw your needs and washed your sins away with his precious cleansing blood, then you might not find it hard to say, "O come, let us worship and bow down, let us kneel before the Lord our maker." Worship is not about how to do it, or when to do it, or where to do it. Worship is about who is being worshipped and why that worship is deserved.
