I. God’s Facebook Page Requires Registration:

Many Facebook subscribers utilize Facebook to search for those whom they haven’t seen in a while. Many of them desire to find distanced friends and relatives etc. The first thing you must do to subscribe to God’s Facebook Page:

· Register with Him before Recognition:
