The Holy Spirit moved upon each of these gospel writers. It moved upon Matthew who writes to the 

Jews, Mark who writes to the Romans, Luke who writes to the Greeks and John who writes to the  world.  

They all report that the same basic events happened. It's a story that is impossible to “spiritualize.” It 

cannot be dismissed as a mere parable. It is reported to us as a historical event. Jesus truly did feed a large 

multitude of people with a few loaves of bread and a few small fish. This is what I like to ca ll a “three piece 

fish dinner.” 

The Holy Spirit, the third person of the God head trinity has preserved this story for us so that we 

will learn to respond to the seemingly impossible situations of life by trusting Jesus. I have found to be true 

throughout the centuries that, “The things which are impossible with men are possible with God” (Luke 18:27). 

I believe what we are to do with the impossible situations of life can be summed up in the words of 

Jesus, recorded for us in Matthew's Gospel. Jesus says, concerning this lad’s lunch, “Bring them hither to me” 

(Matthew 14:18).  

 

He doesn't give us a magic formula to solve our problems on our own. He doesn’t specialize in the 

abracadabras of life, a rabbit foot in your pocket, or a dime tied around your ankle.  Instead, He gives 

us Himself and invites us to cast our cares on Him. The apostle Peter stated:  

 

“Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you” (1 Peter 5:7). 

 

Some people “drown their sorrows” in alcohol when they encounter difficulties in their  life. Some 

people chain-smoke to “calm their nerves.” Others, when things are not going well head to the refrigerator 

for, “another full course comfort meal.”

Now first, think about the ways the disciples “responded” over the seeming impossibility of what they faced. See if you ever would have “responded” in the same manner. Let’s take a microscopic view of what Jesus experienced.






I. The Testing of their Faith:

“And when it was evening, his disciples came to him, saying, This is a desert place, and the time is now past; send the multitude away, that they may go into the villages, and buy themselves victuals. But Jesus said unto them, They need not depart; give ye them to eat” (Matthew 14:15-16).

Theologians suggest that it was Philip who made this statement on behalf of the disciples. They focused more on the quantity of the crowd; rather than the quality of Jesus abilities. Philip arrived at the pragmatic conclusion that feeding five thousand people couldn’t be done financially. 

It would take more than two hundred denarii which was equivalent of eight to nine months wages, which only amounted to $12,000.00 in our today’s value. 

Let us not be so critical of Philips carnal ideology. We have experienced this type of situation before in our lives. Listen! Your mailbox is probably similar to mine. Sometimes there are more bills than paycheck. And your American Express now turns into American depressed! But, somewhere between your faith and your fatigue; Jesus made a way out of no way.

Philip declared they just didn’t have the money to do what Jesus was suggesting. And even if they did, Bethsaida was a small town upon a hill, who would only have limited goods. There weren’t enough stores and markets to buy the needed goods. They would have to travel out of town to get the needed supplies or have the supplies shipped to its destination. “Look at Jesus,” He’s testing their faith. The disciples encouraged Jesus to give the benediction, and send the people away.

These disciples have tarried with Jesus for three years, and it seems now they have abandoned their faith. The Kingdom of God as his disciples must remember to keep the faith in every crisis. Here’s the remedy, “Let Jesus Have It.” That’s faith!

Faith is like a vending machine. When you approach that vending machine, insert your currency and select your desired item. You expect to receive what you purchased. This is what I call undoubting faith. This type of faith is what the Lord desires for His saints. No matter the circumstances one may face in life. He’ll bring you through it.

II. The Tangible Fragmentation:

“There is a lad here, which have five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are they among so many?” (John 6:9).

They despaired over the provisions. All they had was the lunch that a little boy brought. It was nothing more than a “Kids Happy Meal.” 

My homiletical imagination forces me to believe that this little boy overheard the critical problem at hand, and volunteered to give up his lunch for the cause to help the vulnerable multitude. 

It was enough perhaps to satisfy the hunger of a little boy, but certainly not enough to feed a multitude of thousands of people. It wasn’t just five loaves and two fish, but John tells us, it was five “barley” loaves and two “small” fish. Barley loaves were pretty poor things to offer to people. Barley was cheap, and was usually reserved only as animal feed. The word John used to describe the fish is one that refers to a tiny sort of fish that you eat whole bones and all, much like modern day sardines. 



As a result, the disciples clearly didn’t want anything to do with this problem. To be realistic on a purely human level, who could have blamed them? The disciples were simply utilizing carnal common sense. They minimized this situation as humanly impossible to achieve.

Jesus says, “Bring them to me.” In other words, put the little boys lunch in His hands, and give Him something to work with.



God is able to use the little things in life to make a big difference. He used a baby’s cry to speak to Abraham. He used Moses rod to part the Red Sea. He used a stone and slingshot to remove Goliath. God can utilize small objects to remove large obstacles standing in our way. This two piece fish dinner wasn’t too small for Jesus to use. It was more than enough! 



Jesus ordered His disciples to make multitudes sit down. Mark tells us that they sat in ranks, in hundreds and fifties (Mark 6:40). Jesus made the people seat themselves into organized groups to get their food before He fed them. Perhaps, He wanted them to be able to enjoy fellowship as they ate. And able to communicate together concerning the miracle they were about to witness.

He took the five loaves and the two fish, and looking up to heaven, He blessed them. He took the time to give thanks to God, and to acknowledge Him for His provision. He took the time to worship His Father over the urgency of the need. He took time to Praise Him who integrated Himself into eternity pass, present and future.

He divided it up and distributed it through His disciples. They were the very ones who were complaining that all this was impossible, and no doubt, they were still thinking it was humanly impossible as they began to distribute the food. Jesus could have distributed it all Himself, and denied them the privilege of being involved in a notable miracle. Instead, He took the time to include them and use them.

This reminds us of the principle that once we bring our resources to Jesus, we must wait on His timing. Things might happen immediately after we turn things over to Him or they might not. They might be solved by Him the way we expect or they might not. It’s all up to Him! When it seems as if He’s delaying, who’s to say that it’s not because it was in His predestined will to accomplish several other things first. Things that were put on hold until we finally turned our resources over to Him.
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
