I. The Seriousness of Sin:

And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission (Hebrews 9:22).

According to the Bible we are slaves to sin and we cannot escape from this slavery. Sin is serious. “The wages of sin is death,” sin alienates people from God, and all are sinners.

Sin is like acid, it will eat straight through who’s carrying it. Sin is like a roach, it never comes out until company comes over. Sin is like a spider’s web that clings to its prey once it trespasses its territory. Sin is like a blue runner snake, he’ll chase you until he catches you.

However, Jesus has freed us from this sinful virus by going to the cross and paying our redemption by offering His precious blood. This is what the apostle Peter had in mind, (1 Peter 1:18-19), “knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ.”

II. The Sacrifice of a Savior:

(Hebrew 9:26)

For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. 

The blood in Jesus body was not the magic. He had to die on a certain day and time, to fulfill the scriptures as the Passover Lamb. The blood of Christ refers to his sacrificial death. Literally, one can bleed and still not die but the Bible tells us he died for our sins by crucifixion. 

In the Bible, blood signifies essentially the death, and is a clear expression of the death of Christ for our salvation. The blood is never mentioned except in connection, with the shedding of it, or with the use of it after it has been shed. The bloodshed is the life poured out, and the poured out life may be used only for atonement. Christ Jesus is our atoning sacrifice for sin.  

It is impossible to escape the idea of the death of Christ being the high cost of our redemption. Christ’s saving work involves His purchasing us for Himself in the world’s marketplace, so that we never have to return there again.

John the baptizer introduced him as, "the Lamb that takes away the sins of the world." Christ fulfilled all the Old Testament types including the scapegoat but it was the Passover Lamb that was of the utmost importance. He was judged instead of us, so he passed over our judgment and we go from death to life. 






The Passover Lamb of the Old Testament was only a picture of the ultimate sacrifice. When Jesus Christ went to the cross almost 2,000 years ago, He was the ultimate sacrifice. 

· His skin was whipped off by scourging. 

· His beard was torn out of his cheeks.

· His head pierced with thorns.

· His face was brutalized and marred.

· His hands and feet were nailed through with spikes. 

· His side pierced with a spear after he died.

My God what a Blood Bath!

The sacrifice of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, completely abolished the system of animal sacrifice forever. The animal sacrifices of the Old Testament were only a picture, a figure, of the true sacrifice of Jesus Christ. Their blood was only a figure of the blood of Jesus that would be shed thousands of years later on a cross outside the city of Jerusalem. 

Thank Jesus Christ for his precious atoning blood which speaks volumes of his Love emphatically.

There is a fountain filled with blood 
Drawn from Immanuel's veins; 
And sinners, plunged beneath that flood, 
Lose all their guilty stains:

The dying thief rejoiced to see 
That fountain in his day;

And there may I, though vile as he, 
Wash all my sins away:
