I. Make a Joyful Noise:

God wants the world to hear the joy of his people. Worship should not be a spectator sport.  It is not something you sit and watch. It is something you do. It is you expressing your love for God.



II. Serve Him with Gladness: (Singing)




There are 165 references in the Bible to singing.  God wants us to sing praises unto Him. The songs we sing on Sunday morning are not just a warm up for the preached word. It is acknowledging that He is God and that we are his creatures. So, when singing time extends its opportunity to praise Him, sing loud!  “Express yourself before you wreck yourself!"  

We have some people who would say, "Wait one minute, I'm not the emotional type. I just don't get into the emotional scene." But what about seeing you at a football game?"  Were you screaming and yelling? Were you jumping up and down?  Were you waving your hands in the air?  Then surprisingly later after the game, you talked about it for hours. Therefore, it seemed like you were the emotional type. If you are fired up at a football game, you should be even more fired up to praise God in the sanctuary.

 

I. Be Thankful unto Him:


When we come into His presence, we need to come with thanksgiving on our lips and in our heart. The bible says, “Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof” (Proverbs 18:21).



Your mouth puts a demand on what will come to you.  We are guilty of being an ungrateful people, always complaining and moaning about how bad we have it. We should be thanking God for so many things. Thank God for health, salvation, friends, family, and freedom.


Worship begins by acknowledging God's place in your life. More importantly, you will worship the one who sits on the throne of your life. The one who lives for himself cannot worship.  Those who do not recognize that they are the creatures and God is the creator cannot worship.  The man who has refused the loving mercy of God cannot worship God.  



For the Lord is Good, his mercy is everlasting; and his truth endureth to all generations (Psalms 100:5).



Jesus is God's ultimate expression of his Goodness and Mercy.  Why?  Because he died for us, so that we can have a marvelous relationship with God.
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
